TO THE PARENT / GUARDIAN OF: 
 
 YOUR CHILD HAS BEEN ADMITTED TO THE LORAIN COUNTY JUVENILE DETENTION 
HOME.  YOU WILL BE PERMITTED TO VISIT YOUR CHILD DURING THE TIME PERIODS 
LISTED BELOW.  PLEASE READ OVER THE VISITING RULES LISTED: 
 

VISITING RULES 
 

1.  Only parents or legal guardians are permitted to visit their child. 
2. The Superintendent of Detention or Probation Supervisor may only approve special 

visits. 
3.  Only visiting parents or legal guardians are permitted in the building. 
4.  All visitors are required to show proof of identity. 
5. All visitors are required to sign in. 
6.  All visitors are required to walk through metal detector. 
7.  All visitors are required to leave property in their car or placed in locker. 
8. Any visitor who brings, or attempts to bring contraband into the facility will have 

visitation privileges revoked and may be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law. 
9. Visitors who are intoxicated or acting out will not be permitted to visit. 
10. Visitors and residents will conduct themselves appropriately at all times.  When a visitor 

or resident fails to comply, the DH staff will end the visit and ask the visitor to leave and 
return resident to their unit. 

11. All visitors will leave the visiting area when told to do so by DH staff. 
12.  Visitors may not enter any other area in the facility. 
13.  All visitors will leave the Detention Home through the visitor’s entrance. 
14. In the event that a parent has two or more children of the same gender in the DH, the 

parent(s) may visit both at the same time.  Brother and sister must be visited separately.  
The supervisor will work out accommodations. 

15. Professional visits (attorneys, clergy, etc.) may visit during the hours of  
 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 
16. Any resident has the choice to refuse any particular visitor.   
17. Residents in detention can only receive letters or correspondence through the postal 

service.  No exceptions.
